For Colonial, now, we have two calls for art a year , one due in mid September and one due in mid April and we have curators judge which 9-10 or so works should be included. Usually one of them supervises the hanging so that everything fits. I have a template they can use to fit things in, but lately they have been just adding up the widths WITH breathing space in between and actually deciding which will go where on the day of hanging. Artists know from the call for art WHEN they have to deliver and pick up their work, and it is their responsibility to figure this out if they can't make the date ( not yours or mine!) but it makes sense to share their addreses, emails and phone numbers so that artists can arrange with other artists in the show for pick up delivery if they have a problem. 

We have to select the dates for hanging and taking down each show months ahead of time.  We can't pick the reception date until the Berkshire Theatre Group has programs up for the month of the opening- which is May and early October or late September.  The bartenders open the bar beginning an hour before a show, but we have always had permission to invite our clients, family and friends beginning 1.5 hour before so they can have a quiet time to look at the work and must be notified that the bar doesn't open until one hour before the performance; press should be invited 1 hour and 15 minutes before so that they are not the first people there. Participants submit correctly labeled photos to the show and they also send a copy of their photos and an artist statement which can be used for publicity to BerkshireArtShow@gmail.com. The curators get the photos, select the participants for each show and send a letter letting each participant know which work is accepted for which show. 

The  file of the information about each of the work including height by width by depth from the info the artists submit to i4a is sent to them to APPROVE before we given the titles, sizes and medi and prices to the Colonial Theatre and then send them the chart for approval before we give the chart to the Colonial theatre. 
There are templates for the acceptance and rejection letters. There are templates for the press release as well- you can just pop in the artists and titles and change a few adjectives as it makes sense to do. We have a list of folks for publicity and Carolyn Abrams can help send it out. Jill Gustavis makes the flyer.
Jane Craker makes the calendar announcements. Katherine Borkowski-Byrne does the social media but each artist is responsible for doing it as well and including it on their webpage. 


There should be three people for each ladder- One to hang, one to hold the ladder and one to hand the artwork to the hanger. AND there should be one person to watch the whole hanging so that everyone is safe and doesn’t reach too far.  This past time we only needed one group to help as it went very very quickly! The hanger (usually a juror but we DON’t tell people who are the jurors) is the person who makes final decisions about which art goes where, but solicits advice from everyone else.  IT IS A PLEASURE to do this. We tell folks to take down the old work 9:15-9:45 and we start hanging at 10 am.  

WE give the Colonial Theatre a list of the accepted works with the information of artist, media, size, price and contact for each artist. The Colonial types this list up and we number the items in order after they are hung. The artist gives us a url for their website and we  make the qr code from the free adobe app. People who don’t have their own website use their url on the berskshireartists.org webpage.

Pick an event at the Colonial theatre- see calendar of Berkshire Theatre Group to have a reception. Reception can start officially one hour before the performance of the event. But ask permission of Meghan for artists to invite their friends, clients and family 1.5 hours before. The press should only come one hour before so there are artists there for them to meet. Artists should definitely wear their name tags (which should be in the glove compartment of their car.) 

This location was David Honneus's idea and he loves the theatre and  understands their needs and priorities. Kim Krautter  has been our contact and with her absence due to the death of her son, Meghan Cavenaugh has done a terrific job.  We ask for two tall ladders, a few w9 forms for members who haven/t shown at the Colonial under our time to fill out, extra lines and clips for the hanging of the work, and sometimes I have asked if they could provide some coffee- i usually bring a few clementines or dried fruit. AND we have had lunch together afterwards at Patrick's Pub, but check to see when it opens- it usually opens at 11;30 am so that is why we start hanging at 10 so it is done and folks don’t have to wait for patrick’s pub to open. 

The Colonial supervises the art, takes payments from the buyers, collects tax from the buyers and pays it and pays the artists!!! So NO need for artists to gallery sit! or for us to take payments. It says on the application what percentage (15?) is taken by the Colonial theatre for their expenses and as a donation to the Education fund of the colonial theatre which provides fabulous programs for youth both at the Theatre and in the schools. And we also get a little bit- maybe 10 %- yikes my memory. 

I will be there with you for the next opening. 


This is all written as if this process was "THE ONE RIGHT WAY" but you know perfectly well, there are many right ways and you will find changes and shortcuts and ways to make it all work better.  I KNOW!!! Each time we do it we learn better ways of doing it all. 


We went over all of this before.  It takes time to write it all up, but it is a simple process. 
 
You will be making the dates of everything with Kim  Krautter if she is back from her break when her son died in the military plane crash last fall OR Meghan Cavenaugh who has done a superb job taking over from Kim. We planned the spring, summer, fall and possible winter dates with Meghan Cavenaugh this past winter.  So they are good dates for YOU, the jurors, the artists and for us all!

Shows and CALLS FOR ART should be spread out so there are not usually two calls for art going at the same time.
